INFORMATION WE MAY COLLECT ABOUT YOU

Information you give us: We collect any information you provide to us when you complete registration
forms, or provide us with your details over the phone , for example when you register an account with
us, register to attend one of our events or subscribe to our mailing list. This information might include
your name, address, email address, phone number, credit card information and other information
relevant to the event or service that you're registering for.

Information we collect about you: We will collect any information contained in any correspondence
between you and us via contact forms on websites, and emails or telephone calls.

Information we receive from third parties: We may collect information about you from third parties that
we work closely with for the purposes of delivering to you the services that you request from us. For
example, we may engage third parties to assist us with our online event registration systems or payment
systems; these entities will collect information directly from you on our behalf. We may engage third
parties to operate event websites on our behalf; these entities will collect information directly from you
about your visits to the website on our behalf.
